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LEAD (-CONTAINING PAINT/SURFACE 

PREPARATION) 
POSSIBLE AEAS OF CONCERN 

Some amount of lead in paint is common across the installation.  There may be increased health 

risks associated with not following the recommended handling procedures.    

CHARACTERIZATION 

Lead has been used in paint to enhance durability.  When preparing the areas for 

resurfacing/repainting, worker procedures should be followed.  Lead-based paint may only be 

removed by licensed, certified workers.  Lead-containing paint in the workplace may be removed 

by anyone using special work practices.
