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YARD WASTE 
POSSIBLE AREAS OF CONCERN 

Yard waste contaminated with food, plastic, glass, or anything inorganic cannot be recycled and 

should be disposed of in an appropriate garbage container.   

CHARACTERIZATION 

Yard waste can be used to make mulch.  Fort Campbell’s Installation Recycling Policy 

encourages all installation activities, units, tenants, and tenant organizations to recycle all 

recyclable waste including yard waste.  Yard waste includes grass clippings, small branches and 

leaves.     

HANDLING PROCEDURES 

 

Step 1 Take yard waste to the Convenience Center. 

 

Note:     No yard waste (leaves, grass clippings, limbs, 

etc.) in garbage cans. 

 

Within the housing area bagged leaves 

may be placed by the curb during the fall 

for pickup.  

 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

Campbell Crossing, LLC has leaf collection every fall.  For more information, contact Campbell 

Crossing. 

Fort Campbell may have leaf collection in the cantonment area every fall.  Units are asked to 

place bagged leaves next to the curb.  For more information on leaf collection in the cantonment 

area, contact Contract Management.  Do not place leaves in the street.
