Holiday Schedules

In recognition of the upcoming holidays, BACH personnel will observe federal holidays on Friday, Dec. 25, Friday, Jan. 1 and Monday, Jan. 18, therefore all primary and specialty care services and pharmacies will be closed. The Emergency Center, inpatient services as well as supportive supplementary services will remain open to provide inpatient, acute and emergency medical care.

LaPointe, Byrd and Screaming Eagle Medical Home Pharmacies will close at noon Dec. 18 and the Town Center Pharmacy will close at 1 p.m.  The Main Pharmacy will remain open until 4 p.m. with limited staffing to handle acute medication needs.  

National Influenza Vaccination Week

National Glaucoma Awareness Month 

Glaucoma is a group of eye diseases that gradually steal sight without warning. Although the most common forms primarily affect the middle-aged and the elderly, glaucoma can affect people of all ages.

Vision loss is caused by damage to the optic nerve. This nerve acts like an electric cable with over a million wires. It is responsible for carrying images from the eye to the brain.

There is no cure for glaucoma—yet. However, medication or surgery can slow or prevent further vision loss. The appropriate treatment depends upon the type of glaucoma among other factors. Early detection is vital to stopping the progress of the disease.

BACH now accepting electronic prescriptions

Pharmacies at Fort Campbell now accept electronic prescriptions from civilian providers, eliminating the need for hand-carried or faxed prescriptions and reducing wait times for those picking up medicine. E-prescribing allows civilian providers to send prescriptions to pharmacies safely, efficiently and securely. TRICARE beneficiaries who want their prescriptions sent electronically just need to let their provider know they can now find Fort Campbell pharmacies in the e-prescribing database. When patients pick up their prescriptions, they should let the staff know their prescription was sent electronically.
