Individuals with the following medical conditions will not be able to utilize audio appointments: Chronic Illness (Heart Disease, Lung Disease, Renal Disease, Diabetes Type I/II, Liver Disease, Cancer, HIV), Immunocompromised (Chemo treatment, transplant recipient), Wheezing, or any bleeding (Bloody phlegm, bloody urine, bloody stool).

Performance Triad Month
Army Medicine encourages Performance Triad principles to be part of your daily lifestyle. Army Medicine dedicates the month of August to promote the importance of three principles daily:
Everyone should:
1. Get at least 8 hours of quality SLEEP per 24 hour period.
2. Aim for 10,000 steps per day + 5,000 additional steps spread throughout the day.
3. Eat at least 8 servings of fruits and vegetables per day.

TRICARE Urgent Care Pilot Program
To increase access to care, the Department of Defense is launching an Urgent Care Pilot Program for TRICARE Prime beneficiaries. This program allows Prime enrollees two visits to a network or TRICARE authorized provider without a referral or prior authorization.

The Urgent Care Pilot Program, scheduled to begin spring 2016 (May 23, 2016 - May 23, 2019), is for:
-Active Duty Family Members enrolled in TRICARE Prime or TRICARE Prime Remote
-Retirees and their Family members who are enrolled in Prime within the 50 United States or the District of Columbia
-Active Duty Service Members enrolled in TRICARE Prime Remote and stationed overseas but traveling stateside
-ADSMs enrolled in TRICARE Prime are not eligible for this program as their care is managed by their Service

There are no Point of Service (POS) deductibles or cost shares for these two urgent care visits, but network copayments still apply. Once you receive urgent care, you must notify your PCM about that care within 24 hours or the first business day after the urgent care visit.
Authorization requirements have not changed for follow up care, specialty care or inpatient care.

When you are not sure of the type of care you need, or you require care outside of standard business hours, call the Nurse Advice Line. If the NAL recommends an urgent care visit, and a referral is submitted, that visit will not count against the two preauthorized visits allowed under the Urgent Care Pilot. However, if you call the NAL and get a referral to a military hospital or clinic and you go elsewhere for care, that visit will count against your two preauthorized visits. TRICARE Web Refill Requests
As of Feb. 1, all web prescription refill requests will now be submitted directly through TRICARE Online at www.tricareonline.com. Patients can request prescription refills, check on the status of their refill request, and request prescription refills from the TRICARE Mail Order Pharmacy. When requesting prescription refills from the TMOP, a new browser window will open and direct the beneficiary to the TMOP web page so that the refill can be requested directly through the web site. The original TOL browser window will remain open and active in the background, so when the TMOP refill request is completed, the beneficiary will be returned to TOL. Patients can still call (270)798-3784 to request a prescription refill. 

College students can call NAL for medical assistance.
Instead of trying to get a last minute doctor appointment or incurring point of service charges for an urgent care visit, let the Nurse Advice Line (NAL) advise you. The NAL gives TRICARE beneficiaries access to care, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. With just one call you can get expert advice from our team of registered nurses. They will answer your urgent care questions, provide health advice, help you find a doctor and if available, schedule a next-day appointment for you at a military hospital or clinic.  
Call the NAL the next time you are not sure where to go for help at 1-800-TRICARE (874-2273) and select option 1.
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BACH is Now Accepting Electronic Prescriptions
Pharmacies at Fort Campbell now accept electronic prescriptions from civilian providers, eliminating the need for hand-carried or faxed prescriptions and reducing wait times for those picking up medicine. E-prescribing allows civilian providers to send prescriptions to pharmacies safely, efficiently and securely. TRICARE beneficiaries who want their prescriptions sent electronically just need to let their provider know they can now find Fort Campbell pharmacies in the e-prescribing database. When patients pick up their prescriptions, they should let the staff know their prescription was sent electronically.
  
Military pharmacies will not be able to accept electronic prescriptions for controlled substances. Beneficiaries will still need a handwritten prescription for those medications. To learn more about TRICARE’s pharmacy benefits, visit www.tricare.mil/pharmacy.

Drug Drop Boxes now available on post
Properly dispose of your expired, unused or unwanted medicine in the Drug Drop Boxes placed inside the main hospital pharmacy or Town Center Pharmacy during business hours. Accepted items include: prescription medications, controlled substance medication, over-the-counter medication, vitamins, medicated ointment/lotion, liquid medication in leak-proof containers and transdermal skin patches. Items not accepted include: needles, thermometers, contraband drugs, infectious waste/medical waste, personal care products, business waste, hydrogen peroxide, aerosol cans, and inhalers.

SLEEP: Essential for your Child’s Health, Performance and Well-Being
· FACT: The amount and quality of sleep children get on a regular basis can improve their school performance and relationships with others. Studies have shown that students with better grades had more hours of sleep than those with lower grades.
· FACT: A consistent bed time routine helps children and their parents get more sleep.
· FACT: Children, who engage in physical activity throughout the day, are better sleepers. They tend to fall asleep faster and toss-and-turn less throughout the night.
· FACT: Create great sleep environments that will improve the quality of sleep your child receives. The National Sleep Foundation found that when parents create sleep-friendly environments that are dark, cool, and quiet the children slept better.
Good Sleep Habits
· Maintain a regular sleep schedule with a consistent bed and wake-up times, including weekends.
· Avoid watching TV or using electronics within an hour of bedtime. Better yet, remove electronics       from sleep areas. The blue light from electronic may make it more difficult to fall asleep and can interfere with sleep quality.
· Create a relaxing, wind-down routine to cue sleepiness such as reading a book, praying or talking with each other.
· Engage in regular physical activity each day, such as brisk walking or a bike ride.
· Avoid heavy meals two to three hours before bed.
· No caffeine intake 6 hours prior to bedtime.

· Remove distractions or items that will reduce their ability to fall asleep.
· Develop good sleep habits, not just for your child, but for the whole family as well.
