Health of the Force Report

-The 2015 “Health of the Force Report” is the Army’s first attempt to review, prioritize, and share best health practices at the installation level. The report presents data on key Performance Triad (P3) measures combined with a subset of Health and Human Services Leading Health Indicators (LHI).  These measures create an overall Installation Health Index (IHI) for the U.S.‐based active duty Soldier population. The IHI recognizes the presence or absence of health outcomes, or unhealthy behaviors, and a catalyst for the Army to better understand health variation among the installations.

-Fort Campbell was better than the Army average for all areas except tobacco use. Of the installations listed in the report, Fort Campbell had the second highest rating for medical readiness.

TRICARE Scam Alert

There has been a recent increase in scams against TRICARE beneficiaries. Scammers have been calling beneficiaries at home and asking for their Social Security Number. TRICARE will never call and ask for a beneficiaries' SSN (full or in part), they will only ask for a DOD ID number, or other non-sensitive identifiers (home address, birthday, etc.). BACH now accepting electronic prescriptions

Pharmacies at Fort Campbell now accept electronic prescriptions from civilian providers, eliminating the need for hand-carried or faxed prescriptions and reducing wait times for those picking up medicine. E-prescribing allows civilian providers to send prescriptions to pharmacies safely, efficiently and securely. TRICARE beneficiaries who want their prescriptions sent electronically just need to let their provider know they can now find Fort Campbell pharmacies in the e-prescribing database. When patients pick up their prescriptions, they should let the staff know their prescription was sent electronically.

Military pharmacies will not be able to accept electronic prescriptions for controlled substances. Beneficiaries will still need a handwritten prescription for those medications. To learn more about TRICARE’s pharmacy benefits, visit www.tricare.mil/pharmacy.

Drug Drop Boxes now available on post

Properly dispose of your expired, unused or unwanted medicine by dropping them in the new Drug Drop Boxes placed inside LaPointe Health Clinic or Town Center Pharmacy during business hours. Accepted items include: prescription medications, controlled substance medication, over-the-counter medication, vitamins, medicated ointment/lotion, liquid medication in leak-proof containers and transdermal skin patches. Items not accepted include: needles, thermometers, contraband drugs, infectious waste/medical waste, personal care products, business waste, hydrogen peroxide, aerosol cans, and inhalers.

The Dangers of Space Heaters
· Remember space heaters are for temporary use only. 
· Space heaters are no substitute for central heating, nor are they designed for extended use. 
· Do and Don’ts Safety Tips if Space Heaters are used:
· Do select a space heater that is rated by the manufacturer for the size space you intend to heat.
· Do make sure the heating equipment has the label showing that it is listed by a recognized testing laboratory (UL).
· Do plug heater into outlets with sufficient capacity and never into an extension cord or surge protector.
· Do kept at least 36 inches from any combustible materials such a furniture and paper.
· Don’t position heaters near water or where there is danger of water being spilled,
to avoid serious risk of electric shock.
· Don’t hide cords under rugs or carpets. Placing anything on top of a cord could
cause it to overheat, and can cause fire.
· Don’t ever place heaters on furniture, since they may fall, dislodging or 
breaking parts in the heater, which could result in a fire or shock hazard.
· Don’t leave space heaters operating when you are not in the room.
· Don’t put drying clothing or combustibles over heaters.
