Aircraft Quality Inspector with Air force experience. 
For Two of the positions the ideal candidates would need to have been thru BNOC and be UH-60 School trained and have a good working knowledge of the use and application of ULLS and proficient at completing army forms and records IAW DA PAM 738-751. We might as well look for Cobra experience while we are going thru this process. Mr. Ostland is the only person I had on cobra orders. Ideally it is nice to find those candidates that are trained or have experience on multiple aircraft.

Air force Requirements:

Qualified candidates must have experience with the Air Force Integrated Maintenance Data Base (IMDS) System information, be able to gain access to IMDS for collection, storage, and dissemination of critical data for repair and improvement of Air Force aircraft systems and associated equipment. Potential candidates will be required to maintains and audit aircraft systems records, maintain historical records for aircraft and support systems. Manage aircraft system configuration, document compliance with Time Compliance Technical Order (TCTO), special inspections, and their associated historical records.  Ensures documentation is accurately maintained for aircraft engines, munitions, missiles, space systems, AGE configurations, TCTO, time change items, and special inspections. Maintains timely and accurate aircraft inventory records, accurately calculates and updates inspection and replacement due dates/times, accurately maintains automated and manual records of individual aircraft TCTO accomplishment history and status of requirements remaining to be accomplished. Working knowledge of both Army and Air Force Historical Records is required.
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
