Perform scheduled maintenance and repairs, mechanical and electrical troubleshooting
of gas engines, generators, controls, switchgear, emissions controls, and auxiliary
equipment.

Mechanical troubleshooting and repairs on all generating set systems, including: fuel
delivery, ignition, lube oil, cooling, exhaust systems, turbo charging as well as engine
internal components.

Performing minor and major engine overhauls in the field, including generator end
bearings.

Electrical troubleshooting and problem solving requires strong AC/DC power skills,
ability to read and interpret schematics, troubleshoot and repair electrical contactors,
motors, relays, contacts, generator components, and controls.

Troubleshoot, repair and replace PLC control systems, relays, digital/analog inputs-
outputs.
