Aircraft Mechanic II (MA) (23022).  Expected duties include - Removes and installs aircraft subsystem assemblies such as engines, rotors, gearboxes, transmissions, mechanical flight controls and their components. Services and lubricates aircraft and subsystems. Prepare aircraft for inspections and maintenance checks. Performs scheduled inspections and assists in performing special inspections. Performs limited maintenance operational checks and assists in diagnosing and troubleshooting aircraft subsystems using special tools and equipment as required. Uses and performs operator maintenance on tools, special tools and aircraft ground support equipment. Prepare forms and records related to aircraft maintenance and use applicable STAMIS systems. Aircraft Power Plant:  To include all Mission Design Series aircraft supported in the CENTCOM AOR.  Military service schooling, FAA Power plant license or equivalent shall be required to perform duties.  Shall be qualified by engine type with a minimum of Three (3) years aviation maintenance experience. 

Hydraulics and Pneumatics Systems:  Performs duties on hydraulics and pneumatics systems on all Mission Design Series aircraft supported in the CENTCOM AOR.  Military service schooling, FAA A&P license or equivalent shall be required to perform duties.  The mechanic II shall be qualified by system type with a minimum of Three (3) years aviation maintenance experience. 

Power Train Systems:  Performs duties on powertrain systems on all Mission Design Series aircraft supported in the CENTCOM AOR.  Military service schooling, FAA A&P license or equivalent shall be required to perform duties.  The mechanic II shall be qualified by system type with a minimum of Three (3) years aviation maintenance experience.
