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FORT CAMPBELL ENVIRONMENTAL HANDBOOK  

Guidance and Instruction 
Reclamation or Disposal of JP-8 Fuel 

 
1. Purpose and Scope: 
 
Provide units and activities guidance and instruction in the management and disposal of excess JP-8 fuel. 
 
2. Reference: 
 

a. FM 10-67-1 Concepts and equipment for Petroleum Operations. 
 
3. Definitions: None 
 
4. General: 
 
This guide is to provide detailed information for a unit or activity requiring assistance in disposing of 
excess JP-8. 
 
5. Responsibilities:  
 

a. Commander/Activity Director: Provide command guidance and emphasis for the POL 
management program, including excess JP-8, within the unit. 
 

b. EQO: Assist unit personnel with the management of POL products including JP-8. 
 

c. Unit/activity personnel responsibilities include: 
 
1) Insure that fuel is handled in an appropriate manner to prevent contamination. 
2) Employ use of filter separator or a tanker-pumping unit to clean and maintain fuel in a 

serviceable status. 
3) Coordinate with the Petroleum Laboratory for appropriate tests as needed. 
4) Coordinate with the Environmental Division personnel to have the excess JP-8 tested if there 

is a large amount of water present.  The HMCC and Water personnel will assist in this 
coordination when needed. 

5) Coordinate with HMCC personnel for disposal of excess fuel. 
 

d. HMCC personnel: Will Siphon, receive, and manage JP-8 fuel for recycling that is no longer in a 
serviceable condition or fit for reclamation. 
 

e. Fort Campbell Petroleum Fuel Laboratory personnel:  
 

1) Test all JP-8 fuel in single containers with a volume of 500 gallons or greater. 
2) Provide test results back to the unit utilizing DA Form 2077m with appropriate disposition 

annotated. 
 

f. Campbell Army Airfield Bulk Fuel Storage personnel: Accept and maintain fuel as designated by 
the Fort Campbell Petroleum Fuel Laboratory.  This will include adding reclaimable fuel to CAAF 
Bulk Fuel storage tanks. 

 
g. Environmental Division Water Pre-Treatment personnel: 

 
1) Ensure that only water with acceptable levels of contamination is allowed to enter the water 

treatment facility. 
2) Assist the unit and HMCC in coordinating for appropriate tests before purging operations are 

performed. 
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6. Instruction: 
 
Note: Several situations could arise in which a unit will have excess JP8 that they no longer desire. The 
following procedures must be adhered to so that maximum utilization of available material and resources 
is realized. 
 

a. Determine the Amount of fuel in a single container: 
 
1) If there is 500 gallons or more of fuel in a single tank contact the Petroleum Testing 

Laboratory for testing at telephone number 798-6717. 
2) If there is less than 500 gallons in any single tank a visual inspection will be performed by the 

unit on this fuel. 
 

b. Inspection and Laboratory Procedures for testing of JP-8 Fuel: 
 

1) The unit will contact the Petroleum Lab at 798-6717/4192 for an appointment to bring 
Tanker/Container to the lab for a sample to be drawn by laboratory personnel. 

2) The Tanker/Container will be grounded and set up for sampling. 
3) If the Tanker/Container has a filter separator, then the Tanker/Container should be set up for 

re-circulation. 
4) The Lab will determine the suitability for the reclamation of the fuel.  A dated signed notation 

will be made on the DA Form 2077 test form if the fuel can be used in the bulk storage tanks 
at CAAF. 

 
5) The Lab will issue a computer generated DA Form 2077 (modified) to state the quality of the 

fuel: 
 

• ON GRADE: The fuel passes the specification testing performed. 
• SUITABLE FOR USE: The fuel tests fail into the acceptable deterioration limits.  The fuel 

should be used before it deteriorates further. 
• NOT SUITABLE FOR USE: The fuel tests fail to meet one or more of the specifications. 

 
 c. Unit procedures for inspection of fuel: 
 

1) A visual inspection coupled with the owning unit’s knowledge of the condition of the fuel will 
be used to determine if the fuel is suitable for use in ground vehicles.  

2)  Note: A failed AQUA-GLO test does not deem the fuel unsuitable for ground use.  
 
 d. Disposition of fuel 
 

1) If there is less than 500 gallons of fuel and it is serviceable, IAW the above criteria, then the 
unit should utilize the fuel or return it to DMMC.  Point of Contact is the CL III bulk NCOIC at 
telephone number 956-4803, Building 2552. Note:  The receiving fueling point will also 
inspect fuel to insure quality. 

 
2) If there is less than 500 gallons of fuel and it is deemed unserviceable by the unit the unit will 

contact the HMCC for disposal at 798-9790.  This will not be utilized as a convenience to turn 
in serviceable fuel.  This fuel will be evaluated by the HMCC and coordination with the 
DMMC will become the unit responsibility if the fuel is deemed serviceable. 
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3) If there is 500 gallons or more the Petroleum lab will provide guidance on places to take the 
fuel. The designated location to take this fuel to will depend on several factors and will be 
made on a case by case basis.  Some of the possible destinations for this fuel include: 

 
• CAAF Bulk Fuel, POC is Mr. Clark or Mr. Moore at 798-5683; the DA Form 2077 

provided by the laboratory is needed. 
• DMCC P3B NCOIC at 956-4803, building 2552. The DA Form 2077 provided by the 

laboratory is needed. 
• HMCC at 798-9790. The DA Form 2077 provided by the laboratory is needed. 

 
7. Special Situations: 
 
There have been several special situations that have arisen in the past where a unit has a tanker with an 
inordinate amount of water in it.  As these situations arise they will be handled on a case by case basis by 
a team effort of the unit, the HMCC and the Water pretreatment manager.  All coordination will remain a 
unit responsibility including necessary outside laboratory testing to determine the actual contents of the 
tank in question.
