Guidance and Instruction
USED POL MANAGEMENT

1. Purpose and Scope:

Provide guidance and instruction in the management of used Petroleum, Oils and Lubricants (POL). Included
are Used Oil and Recyclable Fuel storage, oil and fuel filter disposal and training area fuel point requirements.

2.  Reference:
a. Used Qil that is being accumulated for recycling is regulated by 40 CFR 279.
b. Recyclable Fuels are regulated by 40 CFR 266.
c¢. AR 200-1, Chapter 6, Section 6-14.d.
3. Definitions:
a. Recyclable Fuel : Petroleum based products that have a flash point less than 100 degrees F.

MOGAS,JP4, Coleman Fuel make up this category and may be accumulated in the same storage
container.

b. Secondary Containment: A method of preventing material from entering the environment should the
primary container fail. Some secondary containment devices are available from the Environmental Division.

c. Used Oil : Petroleum based products that have a flash point greater than 100 degrees F. The following
make up this category and may be accumulated and stored in the same container:

Motor oil Brake fluid

Diesel fuel Hydraulic fluid
Kerosene Transmission fluid
JP8 Synthetic oils
Heating oil

d. Used POL: Used Qil and Recyclable Fuel.
4. General:

a. Used POL results as byproducts from changing engine oil, greasing equipment, etc. Other sources
of used POL include off specification or contaminated fuels.

b. Used POL is considered recycled as it applies to operations on Ft. Campbell. These products are
exempt from the hazardous waste stream and therefore DO NOT REQUIRE A SATELLITE
ACCUMULATION POINT (SAP) as discussed in Chapter 11.

c. There should be secondary containment for some applications that use or store POL products.
Contact the Environmental Division for guidance for your specific POL storage area.

5. Responsibilities:

a. Commander/Activity Director: Provide command guidance and emphasis for the used POL management
program within the unit.
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b. EQO:

1) Train all designated personnel each quarterly or as new personnel are assigned with in 2 weeks on
the proper accumulation procedure of Used POL. All personnel must sign the Used POL Training
Roster provided by the Environmental Division. All training rosters must be kept on file up to 3 years
and will be inspected by the Environmental Division Inspectors.

2) Assist unit personnel with the management of the used POL products.

3) Maintain control of the secondary containment units and implement a system and appropriate SOP to
prevent the cross contamination of used POL products and over fills

6. Instruction:

b.

Note: These products are exempt from the hazardous waste stream and therefore DO NOT
REQUIRE A SATELLITE ACCUMULATION POINT (SAP) as discussed in Chapter 11

Maintain proper POL storage areas, which includes the following:
1) Secondary containment for aboveground storage.

2) Accumulated in DOT approved metal drums. All drums will be provided by the Environmental
Division-PPOC Operations.

3) Grounding rods will be installed for each SCU and each container will be container to container
properly grounded in accordance with safety and fire prevention standards.

4) Ready access for pumping vehicle for the removal of the product.
5) Meet all fire standards for storage of POL, including “Fire Hazard” and “No Smoking” signs.

6) Underground storage tank (UST) fill pipes will be maintained locked and labeled as “Used Oil” or
“Recyclable Fuel”, respectively. Refer to Chapter 18 for additional UST guidance.

7) A Site Specific Contingency Spill Plan is required. Refer to Chapter 17 for Spill Planning and
Response. Spillage, drips and leaks will be cleaned up immediately.

8) The Used POL Easy Compliance Poster must be posted at or with in close vicinity of the point of
accumulation for all personnel to view for a reminder of the proper accumulation procedures. The
poster is also to be used as a training aide for the EQO to train all designated personnel.
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1) All containers accumulating “USED OIL” and “RECYCLABLE FUEL”, must be metal containers. All
containers are available at the Environmental Division- PPOC Operations.

2) Containers should be in good condition, free of dents and corrosion
3) All containers utilized for the accumulation and storage of Used POL will be properly labeled.

4) The lid will be secured in place except when adding or removing contents. Use of bung type
containers will reduce the possibility of large materials being added to the drum.

c. Do not mix Used Oil or Recyclable Fuel with other waste or each other. Contaminating used POL
prevents them from being recycled and might create a hazardous waste.

d. Qil filters will be drained for 24 hours and into the designated container in the HMCC return locker. If
your unit or activity is not in the HMMC Program than all oil filters will be drained for 24 hours and
accumulated in an approved container and turned into the Environmental Division- PPOC upon
appointment when the container becomes full.

e.  Fuelfilters will be drained for 24 hours and put into the designated container in the HMCC return
locker. If your unit or activity is not in the HMMC Program than all fuel filters will be drained for 24 hours
and accumulated in an approved container and turned into the Environmental Division- PPOC upon
appointment when the container becomes full.

f.  Fuelfilters from equipment which use Mogas will be drained for 24 hours and accumulated as a
hazardous waste in an approved SAP by the Environmental Division. See Tab-11 for SAP Operation
requirements.

g. Disposal of Used POL
1) Units that are HMCC participants have a system in place for used oil management. If the unit is
utilizing return lockers for their used oil, the route service personnel will remove this oil as part of the
scheduled route. If the unit is utilizing other types of storage for their used oil such as SCU’S then the
unit should call the HMCC for pickup of used oil at 798-9790 when they become full.

2)  For units that are not HMCC participants, contact the HMCC for appointments for pick up of used oll
798-9790.

3) Forlarge quantities of used JP8 or any quantity of serviceable JP8 refer to the environmental handbook
tab 14.
