Local Hazards Training 0830-0900. (Mandatory Training) The training is a 30 Minute class for all new arrivals to Ft Campbell conducted at Bldg 6074 Screaming Eagle Blvd.
 Intermediate Drivers Training (Mandatory Training) 09:00-11:30 Wednesdays Bldg 6074 Screaming Eagle Blvd
This is a 2.5 hour Intermediate Drivers training presentation provided for all Soldiers 18-25 years of age. 

BASIC RIDER COURSE 07:15-1600 M-T and T-F. (Mandatory Training prior to operating a motorcycle on or off post for Soldiers) Bldg 6074 Screaming Eagle Blvd
BASIC RIDER COURSE (BRC) There is two Basic Rider Courses each week, Monday/Tuesday and Thursday/Friday. The training is conducted from 0715-1630 at Bldg 6074 Screaming Eagle Blvd. CAPE FOX PROVIDES MOTORCYCLES FOR THE TRAINING. YOU MUST USE CAPE FOX PROVIDED MOTORCYCLES. 
We recommend that Students provide their riding gear but helmets, gloves, eye protection and reflective belts will be provided if you do not have them.

YOU MUST HAVE COMPLETED THE MOTORCYCLE SAFETY FOUNDATION BASIC RIDER OR EXPERIENCED RIDER COURSE IN ORDER TO TAKE THE MILITARY SPORT BIKE COURSE 
All motorcycles must pass a Motorcycle Safety, T-CLOCK inspection before participation in the Experienced Rider or Sport bike courses. 
The Sport Bike Course is a one day course conducted with training beginning at Bldg 6074 Screaming Eagle Blvd
Students must provide the motorcycle and proper riding gear.
DOT Certified Helmet
Impact resistant goggles or a visor that comes with the helmet.
Full fingered Gloves
Long Pants
Long sleeve shirt
Shoes that cover the ankle (Boots Preferred) 
Rain Suits are required for rainy weather.
Motorcycle Refresher Training (MRT). The MRT is required at the direction of Units. This training is a two hour block scheduled through AIRS for Soldiers that have already received an approved MSF course. Riders Must Provide their Motorcycles and PPE for the training. The training is conducted at the Gate 3 range.
